A.  A public boat ramp is located under the Hwy 30 bridge 
near its intersection with Hwy. 127 in Pikeville. 

B.  Old Mill Dam Outdoor Adventures, based in Pikeville, 
Tenn., assists with paddling trips and shuttle service on 
the river. Call Tim Campbell at 423-447-6304 for more 
information.
 
CENTRAL (DUNLAP)
C.  A new Sequatchie River Public Access site is located 
at 751 Old York Hwy. in Dunlap. The following paddle trips 
can be coordinated from that location:

3 mile paddle trip:  Sequatchie River Public Access site 
on Old York Hwy in Dunlap to the Hwy. 127 Bridge at the 
intersection of John Burch Rd. and Ridge Rd. in Dunlap 
(formerly Canoe the Sequatchie). The Pilkington family 
operated Canoe the Sequatchie for 34 years until closing in 
2011. The family allows public access and parking for $3.

7 mile paddle trip: Sequatchie River Public Access site on 
Old York Hwy. in Dunlap to Stove Cave Road Bridge.

16 mile paddle trip: Sequatchie River Public Access site 
on Old York Hwy. in Dunlap to the Mt. Calvary Road Bridge 
near its intersection with Hwy. 28 in Whitwell.
